A REFLECTION BY VINCENT RYAN OSB, FOR EPIPHANY


We journey by faith, not by sight. We are like the air-pilot flying his plane by night. He uses nothing outside his cabin. Relying on his instruments he knows that he is on the right course. Faith too sets us on our course, shows us the way forward.


At times we may lose our direction. The star, which appeared so bright, may grow dim and even disappear. That does not mean we are lost. The obscurity is temporary and serves as a testing of our faith. We should learn from the Magi. When they lost their star they did not turn back. Instead, they sought advice from men versed in the scriptures who were able to tell them where the Christ would be born. We too should consult with those who, by their knowledge and experience, are in a position to help us. We need the advice of men and women who really know the Word of God. To this must be added our own prayer and patience. Then the star will reappear …

The magi belonged to a caste of wise men associated with the interpretations of dreams, astrology and magic. They came from the East – possibly Persia, East Syria or Arabia. In later Christian tradition, under the influence of Psalm 72: 10 (‘May the kings of Tarshish and of the isles render him tribute, may the kings of Sheba and Seba bring gifts!’) they became three kings, and, in the Western Church, were given names – Caspar, Balthasar and Melchior. Matthew includes the wise men in his Gospel because they represent the Gentile world giving homage to Jesus and worshipping him. God guided them to Bethlehem by a star, showing that his will is greater than astral determinism, to reveal Jesus to them as the promised Messiah. The Gentile wise men, unlike the Jewish King Herod the Great, frightened of losing his power and therefore unwilling to do homage to Jesus, were open to God’s guidance and revelation and offered Jesus their worship;


The Epiphany – the manifestation or showing forth of the Lord the Gentile world - unveils the mystery of Christ to all people. God’s purpose for creation is for all men and women to know and worship Christ, for ‘all things were created through him and for him’ (Col. 1:16). In Christ the Gentiles are joined to the Jews, God’s chosen people, and are now made ‘fellow heirs, members of the same body, and partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel’ (Eph. 3:6). Everyone in Christ is a member of God’s family and shares in the blessings of God’s children …  ‘Lord Jesus, thank you for making yourself known to me. I give you my homage and worship. Pour out your Spirit upon the whole world so that many may come to believe in you and know you, and give you homage and worship’.                        from “BIBLE ALIVE”
